RE: Amendment to Ordinance 2019-19-18, Appropriating Additional Funding for the
Construction of Nikiski Fire Station Number Three (Mayor)

On October 3, 2019, an invitation to bid was released with an opening bid date of
November 6, 2019. On November 6, 2019, bids were received and opened that
exceeded the estimated amount of $4,200,000.

To ensure that the funds necessary to award the contract are available an additional
$1,000,000 was proposed as infroduced in Ordinance 2019-19-18. Since the bids came in
higher than anticipated on November 6, 2019, the requested amount of $1,000,000 will
need to be increased to $1,519,000. The additional $519,000 is proposed to be
appropriated from the Nikiski Fire Service Area Capital Project Fund, fund balance.
