Certain Real Property Conveyed to the Kenai Peninsula Borough Through Tax
Foreclosure Proceedings (Mayor)

Ordinance 2026-05 will authorize those parcels shown on Exhibit A to be retained for a public
purpose with a classification recommendation, and authorize those parcels shown on Exhibit B to
be sold at public auction. Those parcels listed are subject to change prior to sale in the event
delinquent tax obligations are paid. Pursuant to Section 14 of the Ordinance, parcels repurchased
by former owners of record will be removed from Exhibit A or Exhibit B, as applicable.
