proof of vaccination status should not be required by any government mandate in
order to access businesses, places of worship, or cultural events; and

the borough assembly has no legal ability to waive mandates enforced by the State
of Alaska or the borough’s School District; and

WHEREAS, this resolution recognizes that citizens know what is best for their health and safety,
the health and safety of their families, and through this resolution the borough
assembly expresses its support for citizens’ free choice; and

WHEREAS, empowering citizens free choice includes not disparaging or discouraging the use
of face coverings or the decision to get a COVID-19 vaccine; and

the assembly continues to recommend that citizens follow CDC guidelines or best
practices and take personal responsibility for their choices but the assembly does
not support government-imposed health care mandates; and
