the Soldotna Stars won five out of five matches: Jessica LeClair winning 100
pounds, Valarie McAnelly winning 107 pounds, Rowan Peck winning 120
pounds, Kaytlin McAnelly winning 132 pounds, and Daisy Hannevold winning
138 pounds; and

also placing for Soldotna were Meg Roberts in 3rd at 235, Megan Whittom in 4th
at 100, Angelina Chavarria in 6th at 114, and Alyssa McDonald in 6th at 165; and

the five athletes who won their State Championship Final matches brought home
the most state wrestling champions in the history of Soldotna High School; and
